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INDEPENDENCE DAY CELEBRATIONS ON 15-08-2020

The 74th Independence Day of India was
celebrated on 15th August, 2020 at the Mormugao Port
Trust at the premises of Main Administrative building,
Headland, Sada. The Chief Guest for the august
function, Dr. E. Ramesh Kumar, IAS, Chairman, MPT
hoisted the National Flag and took the salute followed
by the national anthem in the presence of the Dy.

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SWACHCHTA PAKHWADA, 2020 CELEBRATED AT MPT

In keeping with the directives of the Government of India, and carrying forward the mission of Swachh Bharat
Abhiyan, the Mormugao Port Trust on 16th September 2020 launched the 'Swachhta Pakhwada' a special fortnight
campaign from 16th Sept. 2020 to 30th Sept. 2020 to focus on the cleanliness drive in the Port and its
neighbourhood.

Following awareness sessions along with presentations were conducted during the Pakhwada by external
faculties and Port doctors, which had a good response.

The Constitution of India (Bharatiya Samvidhana) is the supreme law of India. The document lays
down the framework demarcating fundamental political code, structure, procedures, powers, and duties of
government institutions and sets out fundamental rights, directive principles, and the duties of citizens. It
is the longest written constitution of any country on earth.

It was adopted by the Constituent Assembly of India on 26 November 1949 and became effective on 26
January 1950. The constitution replaced the Government of India Act, 1935 as the country's fundamental
governing document, and the Dominion of India became the Republic of India.

Constitution Day was celebrated in Mormugao Port Trust on 26/11/2020. While the President of India,
Shri Ram Nath Kovind was reading the Preamble, Dr. E.Ramesh Kumar, IAS - Chairman, Shri G.P Rai,
Dy.
